million Miami Central Station project. Dubbed South
Florida’s first “ground transportation hub,” Miami
Central Station is the final piece of the Florida Depart-
ment of Transportation’s larger $2 billion Miami
Intermodal Center program. The station is expected
to be completed by September 2013. “The Miami
Central Station is the crown jewel” of the program,
department Secretary Ananth Prasad said in a state-
Gus Pego ment. The station “will be the main transter point
between the rail and bus systems available for resident commuters and
visitors to South Florida,” transportation department District Secretary |
Gus Pego added. “It will also feature an enhanced Tri-Rail station,
connections to the Miami Rental Car Center, MIA Mover, Metrorail and
Metrobus, Amtrak, Greyhound and courtesy shuttle services, as well as
taxis and private vehicles.” Located near the Miami Rental Car Center, the
16.5-acre station site is bounded by Northwest 25th Street on the north,
Northwest 37th Street on the cast, Northwest 21st Street on the south,
| and Northwest 38th Court on the west.
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
