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CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY #1:

Nighttime Closures of Miami_International Airport’s (MIA) Exit Ramps #2 (SR-112), #3 (Northbound LeJeune
Road), #4 (Southbound LeJeune Road) and #5 (Bus Return to Terminal):

Commencing Monday, September 11, 2006 through Friday, September 15, 2006 from 11:00 P.M. to 6:30 A.M.
(Nightly): As part of the Miami Intermodal Center’s LeJeune Road Reconstruction Projects — Package 2, MIA’s EXxit
Ramps #2 (SR-112), #3 (Northbound LeJeune Road), #4 (Southbound LeJeune Road) and #5 (Bus Return to
Terminal) will be closed nightly. All traffic exiting Miami International Airport will follow the posted detour
through Eastbound Central Boulevard (NW 21 Street) and take MIA Exit #1. Detour will be posted as follows:

MIA Traffic to Northbound LeJeune/SR-112: Traffic exiting Miami International Airport to SR-112/Northbound
LeJeune Road will need to continue eastbound on Central Boulevard (NW 21% Street) — MIA Exit #1 to NW 37" Avenue
(Douglas Road), turn left and continue to NW 25th Street, turn left and continue to LeJeune Road and turn right to
continue in the northbound direction.

MIA Traffic to Southbound LeJeune Road: Traffic exiting Miami International Airport to Southbound LeJeune Road
will need to continue eastbound on Central Boulevard (NW 21% Street) — MIA Exit #1 to NW 37" Avenue (Douglas
Road), turn right and continue to NW 14™ Street, turn right and continue to LeJeune Road and turn left to continue in the
southbound direction.

Crews will be performing bridge demolition work. This closure is being done at night in order to lessen the impacts to the
traveling public. MDPD Police officers will be on site assisting with traffic. Work will be performed by Kiewit Southern
Corp. on behalf of the Florida Department of Transportation.
