Commencing Tuesday, July 24, 2007 through Friday, August 3, 2007 from 10:00 P.M. to 5:00 A.M. (Nightly): As
part of the Miami Intermodal Center’s LeJeune Road Reconstruction Project, MIA’s Exit Ramps #2 and #3 onto SR-
