CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY #1: 
Full Closure of NW 27th Street from just East of SR-953/LeJeune Road (NW 42nd Avenue) to NW 39th Avenue: 
Commencing Saturday, August 23, 2008 at 3:00 P.M. through Tuesday, August 26, 2008 at 10:00 A.M. (24 hour 
Closure): As part of the Miami Intermodal Center’s Roadway Improvement Projects, NW 27th Street will be completely 
closed from just east of LeJeune Road (NW 42nd Avenue) to NW 39th Avenue while crews remove the existing concrete 
gutter, construct new gutter and prepare the roadway for upcoming paving work.  No “Thru-Traffic” will be permitted 
and commuters will need to follow posted detour signs.  Access to Greyhound Bus Station will be maintained 
through LeJeune Road. Work will be performed by MCM Corp. on behalf of the Florida Department of Transportation.

Calle 27 del NW estará completamente cerrada desde el este de LeJeune Road (Avenida 42 del NW) hasta la Avenida 39 
del NW mientras que los equipos de trabajo remueven los tragantes de concreto, construyen los nuevos tragantes y 
preparen la carretera para el nuevo pavimento.

Dade County, Miami-Dade Aviation Department, Miami International Airport, Miami-Dade Expressway Authority, Tri-Rail, Miami-Dade Transit, 
Miami-Dade Office of Public Transportation Management, Cities of Miami, Hialeah, Miami Springs and Virginia Gardens, and local Utilities.
